Dead Reckoning is a film that explores intimacy in the context of Svalbard through correspondence with three individuals, all of which are Norwegian men, to understand masculine identity in this place, in the manner of their three narratives: the one who grew up there and is constantly leaving; the one who comes in and out every two weeks to work and then return "home"; and the one who has always longed to go but can never arrive. Each holds a separate engagement with Svalbard and reveals information about how they are connected—why one keeps leaving, why one continually comes and goes and why one has never made it despite an incredible longing to be there. All three men each have a personal connection to one of the three main industries in Svalbard: tourism, mining and polar research. Concurrently, each is an artist and each artist is a character. Site #1: The Sailor; Site #2: The Miner; Site #3: The Geographer.
